The platform integrates telematics, business systems, and OEM data into a single real-time operational view, harmonizing data and reducing silos. It also applies AI-powered analytics to deliver fleet insights, detect patterns, and accelerate time to value across fleets and the wider construction ecosystem.
“The contribution of AI to the construction industry is fundamental,” said Radis. “We are dealing with a huge number of variables and data points that are impossible to manage conventionally.
“AI enables us to manage processes more effectively, allowing greater focus on strategic decisions rather than data handling, while optimizing workflows,” he added.
